Articlell: Mission Statement

The Booster club exists in a cooperative effort with the
Football Coach(s), Ripley High School, and the Lauderdale
County Board of Education to promote, maintain and support
an enthusiastic interest in the various programs, activities and
needs of the Football program at Ripley High School.

Articlelll: Member ship

ArticlelV: Bagc Policies

The following are basic policies of the Booster Club in common
with those policies set by Lauderdale County Schools and the
Lauderdale County Board of Education relation to Booster Clubs.
These bylaws will not conflict with the Lauderdale County Schools
policy listed for Booster Clubs.

a. Should this policy be revised at any time by the
School Board, said revisions will automatically
become part of these approved bylaws.

The Nomination Committee shall present its slate
to the general membership for election during the
March Booster club meeting. The consent of each
candidate shall have been obtained before his/her
name is placed in nomination.

The vote for officers shall be conducted by ballot.
When there 1s but one candidate for an office, the
ballot for that office may be dispensed and an
election may be held by voice vote.

A simple majority vote of the quorum shall be
required for the election of officers ( 50% + 1)

New officers will assume official responsibilities (
including voting ) on the May 1* for the
upcoming school year.

A vacancy occurring in any office other than President
shall be filled for the unexpired term by a person selected
by the President and approved by the majority vote of the
remaining members of the Executive Board.

Should a vacancy occur in the office of President,
the Vice President shall fill the vacancy for the
remainder of the unexpired.

The Treasurer shall:

c. once the Executive Board has created a
proposed balanced budget, the Treasurer will
present the proposed balanced budget to the
Booster Club general membership for final
approval;

d. collect and keep account of all monies of the
Booster Club and deposit same in a banking
institution approved by the Executive Board;

e. disperse funds only as authorized from the
approved budget, the President or Executive
Board;

Board meetings and general booster club
meetings;

1. present a budget report to the Executive
Board on a regular basis in order to keep
the board up to date with the current
budget expenditures;

g. prepare the financial books for an audit at the
close of the fiscal year.

1. the Treasurer may not serve as a member
of the audit committee for the current
year;

h. have books ready to turn over to incoming
Treasurer on May 1, the start of the fiscal year.

The Past President shall:
a. serve as an advisor to the Executive Board.

Officers will be elected for one year term.
Officers may run for re-election but will not serve
in the same office for more than two consecutive
terms.

Article X: Fundraising

Section 1. Fundraisers will be held throughout the school
year in order to raise funds.

1. General Fundraising — These fundraisers
will be held 2-4 times peer year for the
purpose of raising general funds for the
football program.

a. The funds raised will be directed to
the Football capital expenditures
account and capital expenditures as
directed by the Executive Board.

b. All families and booster club members
will be encouraged to participate in
general fundraising events.

Section 2. All fundraising done by groups associated with
the Ripley High School Football Program must be
presented to the Booster Club Executive Board for
approval. Once the Fundraiser has been approved,
the Executive Board will fill out the appropriate
forms to send to Ripley High School for final
approval before the fundraiser can be started.

Section 3 Participation in working the concession stand
during Football games will be required. The
profits from concessions will go into the booster
club operation budget.

Article XI1:

The Booster Club shall function under a balanced
budget.

The varsity Football coach shall present budget
recommendations for the coming year to the
Executive Board by the end of May, based on
anticipated expenses and the number of players
expected to participate. The Executive Board shall
modify the budget as necessary to prepare a
balance budget proposal.

The approved balance budget proposal will be
presented to the Booster Club for adoption at the
final general club meeting of the school year.
Approval of the annual budget requires a simple
majority vote of the quorum (50% + 1 ).

The Executive Board is responsible for approving
requested budget adjustments to maintain a
balanced budget. These adjustments precede
expenditures for funds. Adjustments may not
exceed $1500.00 in any line unless approved by
the general membership. The Executive Board
shall have the power to act in the best interest of
the Booster Club in emergencies and in all matters
requiring immediate attention.

Any academic year expenses requiring payment

from the Ripley High School Football account
must be paid with funds from the current year.
